To the Members of Atul Elkay Polymers Limited  
Report on the Audit of the Standalone Ind AS Financial Statements 
 
Opinion  
 
01. We have audited the accompanying Standalone Ind AS financial statements of Atul 

Elkay Polymers Limited (“the Company”), which comprise the Balance sheet as at 
March 31, 2019, and the Statement of Profit and Loss (including Other 
Comprehensive Income), Statement of changes in equity and Statement of cash 
flows for the year then ended, and notes to the financial statements, including a 
summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information.

Deferred Tax is recognized, subject to consideration of the prudence on timing difference, being the difference between taxable

income and accounting income for the year. Deferred Tax Asset is not recognized unless there is reasonable certainty of realizing the

same in near future.

The company reports basic and diluted Earnings per share in accordance with accounting standard 20 “Earning per share”. Basic

earnings per share are computed by dividing the net profit or loss after tax for the year by the number of Equity Shares outstanding

during the year.

The Financial Statements comply in all material aspects with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) notified under Section 133 of the

Companies Act, 2013 (the Act) [Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015] and other relevant provisions of the Act.

The Financial Statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except financial assets.

All the assets and liabilities have been classified as current or non-current as per the normal operating cycle of the Company and

other criteria set out in Schedule III to the Companies Act, 2013. Based on the nature of products and the time between the

acquisition of assets for processing and their realisation in cash and cash equivalents, the Company has ascertained its operating

cycle as 12 months for the purpose of current and non-current classification of assets and liabilities.

The Inventory of goods bought for trading are valued at cost or net realisable value whichever is lower. The cost includes cost of

goods plus transit insurance, freight, and applicable customs/excise duty paid there on. The realisable value are taken as certified by

the management.

Inventories is maintained on FIFO method of valuation.

Investments that are intended to be held for more than a year, from the date of acquisition, are classified as long-term investments 

and are carried at cost.

Revenue is recognised when the significant risks and rewards of ownership of goods have passed to the buyer, which generally

coincides with delivery.
